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THE HISTORY OF LMSA

ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE

The new Commodore divided the LMSA Board into the hands of

two major committees:
1. Marina Development--with Ahlbrand, MacLean, Rodholm, and
Little, and 2. Sailing--with Chapman, Taylor, Winninger, and Gray-
son. Both committees produced excellent written materials for sug-
gested present and future action in both areas.

The concessionaire’s lease was renewed by the State Advisory
Board. Decals were provided for the first time to identify the cars and
boats of those who had paid facility use fees. Tom Weddle, reservoir
manager, provided a vehicle on shore to provide weather communica-
tions and ship to shore contacts for regattas. He continued to provide
transportation for picnic tables for special occasions before the advent
of the LMSA tractor-mower.

FACILITIES AND EQUIPMENT

The marina was beginning to take shape. What once was a
muddy expanse in which to mire your car, now had a fenced, graveled
dry sail area to accommodate 50 boats. Ten wet slips were available in
North Bay and five moorings graced the frontal waters. Access roads
had been “redressed”, the promise for city water was “imminent” the
minutes indicated, but it didn’t materialize for some three years. A
request to allow primitive camping for LMSA sponsored events had
been approved by the State. The parking lot sported new gravel and
the hoists which had been deemed “not up to safety standards” by the
State inspector, had been redone, and a lifting belt for boats with no
bridles was made available. Rip rap at the bulkhead ends provided a
hedge against the constant erosion problems. Things were definitely
shaping up.

A long sought after 18 foot crash and work boat named Orange
Juice (it was orange) was purchased for the magnificent sum of $477
plus $499 for a motor and gave yeoman’s duty until its demise in 1993
some 20 years later. Orange Aid, courtesy of Ahlbrand, Chapman and
MacLean, sported new rails and a canopy to protect sun-soaked race
committees. The make-shift port-a-potty came later to accommodate
other concerns. New signal flags and a loud hailer were purchased,
but we were still depending on the good will and purchasing power of
volunteers for communications and other race management niceties.
Setting a race course was a challenge with limited equipment, but,
somehow, with a few race management seminars, our program gained
due respectability. Courtesy of the work of Chapman (Styrofoam
shipping boxes) and MacLean (steel shafts) and flag material, the State
permanent buoys were a thing of the past and LMSA had the capability
of “carry out” buoys to meet the challenge of any wind direction.

SOCIAL PROGRAM

I’'m not sure at this time we had a designated Social Chairman,
but we certainly had many social events. The Ice Breaker planned by
Cammi Rodholm featured Marlin Abramson’s Sailing Seminar for
200---six dollars, including dinner. Dennis Taylor’s end of the year
dinner dance for 150 at the Red Lion cost $15 per couple. One feature

of the final dinner that seemed popular was to schedule fleet meetings
ahead of the pre-dinner cocktail party. The idea seemed to bring out
more sailors as several fleets got in their planning for the next season
and wrapped up the present one.

Practice races with picnics, a Memorial Day bash, a visitors or
guest day, and the ever present gathering in the little shelter house for
chips and lemonade after every Sunday race series, all made for a
rather closely knit group, committed to LMSA and to each other.

(Note: “The little shelter house” Jan refers to, stood on the site of the
two present day shelter houses near the waterfront and hoists. LMSA
dedicated one of these shelters to the MacLean’s last 4™ of July.)

Soft drinks,
bottled water and tableware will be provided by LMSA, If you are

dessert table.

Prospective users who are not regis-
tered in this (instructional) program must first pass a qualifying
test. A rental fee will be assessed for each hour of use. See the
director of the youth/adult sailing program (Walt Johnson, Rod
Sanburn, and Rita Roper-Flynn) for further information.

This is the busy season on Lake Monroe. Please sail safely
and make sure you have a functioning light if you will be out
past sunset. We are also having a particularly stormy season this
year. All of our sailing events use the rule that visible lightning
is cause to stop the event and head for the shelter of the club.
Many club members have their laptop browsers set to their fa-
vorite weather web-site, so ask around if the weather looks
threatening before you set out.
